Teklanika Riverbed Track Pad Sites
Method 1 – Riverbank to Forest transect 2 meters wide (or 3)

-From 2 rebar stakes hidden at the forest edge, shoot a pre-determined bearing to river 


-from the stake run a string(s) out the bearing to river edge (parallel lines if 2 strings)

-find all tracks within the transect, 

-On tracks determine the following



-identity species



-estimate animal size/age


-travel direction


-estimate group size


-estimate return travel


-coordinates



-track notes

-other data sheet information to collect


-time, date, etc


-air temperature



-wind direction and speed



-weather



-animal observations



-other track/sign observations outside the pad

Method 2 – Randomly scattered track pad rectangles in the Riverbed ( 2M by 4M) 

- Rectangular track pads placed throughout the river bed over a .25 mile stretch 

- Find track pads by a single marked corner stake, layout rectangular boundaries 

-find all tracks within the pad


-On the tracks determine the following:  (see above)

Igloo Canyon Field Camp Pad Sites
Strategically placed track pads (2M by 4M) in obvious travel paths with the Campground


- 2-4 Rectangular track pads placed on main travel routes within the campground 


- Find track pads by a single marked corner stake, layout rectangular boundaries 


-find all tracks within the pad


-On the tracks determine the following:  (see above)

Radio Telemetry Exercise
Determining presence/ absence of collared animal(s) in the area and plot for coordinates
(this exercise can be for a live collar or a planted transmitter)

-From a pre-determined point determine presence of signal and bearing to signal


-plot bearing on map


-record data- time, weather, etc.


-move to a pre-determined second site to repeat process


-plot bearing and determine collar coordinates
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
