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STUDY PROPOSAL
LADORE CANYON BIGHORN SHEEP INVENTORY

6/29-30/2004
The purpose of this study will be to gather information to better assess distribution of Bighorn Sheep in Dinosaur National Monument and to monitor herd health and composition. Information gathered would include location of groups observed, sex/age composition of groups observed, and note any clinical signs that would indicate the presence of disease. Fifteen employees (wildlife managers/biologists) of the Colorado Division of wildlife would float (using rafts) the Green River in LoDore Canyon to gather the indicated data. Binocular and spotting scopes would be used to locate bighorn sheep and data would be recorded concerning observations.

The information gathered will improve the Colorado Division of Wildlife's ability to manage Bighorn Sheep in NW Colorado.
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
