PROPOSAL

On-going Inventory of the Ferns and Fern Allies at

Fort Davis National Historic Site

Purpose
To locate, identify, and monitor the ferns and fern allies of the Fort Davis National Historic Site. 

Presently 17 species of ferns have been found at the Fort. These plants are part of the valuable natural resources of the Fort. It is beneficial for existing fern populations to be monitored and additional species located and documented. 

Method
Collecting
The investigator(s) would collect minimally, for identification purposes, along and near trails, on foot. When abundance of plant material is evident, collections of ferns and fern allies would be made to provide two duplicate herbarium specimen sheets of each species identified. One sheet would be accessioned into the Fort(s Herbarium and one would reside at the Sul Ross State University Herbarium (SRSC) in Alpine. 

Identification 
The taxa would be identified by Sharon C. Yarborough, author of (Ferns and Fern Allies of the Trans-Pecos and Adjacent Areas( and Assistant Curator of Sul Ross State University Herbarium (SRSC).

Materials Provided to the Fort
Herbarium sheets
One herbarium specimen sheet of each taxa identified would be provided. Specimens would be pressed and mounted on herbarium mounting paper (NY Botanical Garden type) using the standard mounting techniques currently in use at SRSC. 

Information
1. A list of all taxa identified; complete with family, scientific name, and common name of each would be provided.

2. Interpretive information and presentations concerning the ferns will be provided by Sharon C. Yarborough as desired and requested by the Fort.
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
