The objectives of the project are to inventory the butterflies and moths of Grand Teton National Park.  Foremost is to discover the majority of species that occur within the Park's boundaries and to reveal their seasonality and habitat preferences.  For species that are have not been described in the scientific literature, it will be important to write orginal description or to work in concert with other scientists.  Wherever possible, evaluations of the species' status will be made, especially where management of the parks natural resources may be benefitted.
