Relative to: Collecting, evaluating, growing, and increasing of plant materials

Article I - Background & Objectives

This agreement is made between the National Park Service, Olympic National Park of the U.S. Department of Interior (hereinafter called NPS) and the Natural Resources Conservation Service, Oregon and Washington of the U.S. Department of Agriculture (hereinafter called the NRCS).

The NPS and NRCS have a common objective of conservation and wise use of  land, water, vegetation, and other related natural resources.

The NPS, in managing Olympic National Park, has a need to stabilize slopes, prevent erosion, preserve native plants, and revegetate disturbed park lands. The NPS requires that revegetation projects on park lands utilize germplasm from within park boundaries, where possible, to maintain the genetic resources and biodiversity of the park. The NPS does not have the personnel, expertise, or equipment needed to propagate large quantities of the required seed and plant materials required for the Elwha River ecosystem restoration project.

The NRCS has the personnel and is equipped to collect, process, and clean quantities of seed and propagate plants sufficient to meet NPS needs within the required time frames and to conduct evaluations on plant species to determine adaptation and cultural requirements for establishment.

The NPS has requested plant materials that are presently unavailable and is willing to reimburse the NRCS for the costs of producing seed and plant materials specified in this agreement.

The NPS and NRCS deem it mutually advantageous to cooperate in this undertaking and hereby agree as follows:

Article II - Statement of Work

NPS Agrees to:

A.
Permit NRCS to collect the needed seed stock or cuttings for cleaning, processing, and propagation.

B.
Reimburse the NRCS quarterly for costs incurred for the propagation and increase of seed and plant materials as described below:

1Plant and seed collection includes all activities related to collection of seeds and cuttings

  including personal services, travel, seed extraction, handling, cleaning, conditioning,
  germination testing, storage, etc.

2Plant and seed propagation includes all costs related to plant propagation and seed increase 

  activities including production, handling, transportation and shipping, overhead and 

  administration costs, etc. 

The quantities of transplants or pounds of live seed (PLS) to be provided under this agreement

will be specified in Attachment 1 by mutual agreement between NPS and NRCS.
C. Provide park staff and/or volunteers to assist with plant and/or seed collection.

D. Periodically survey the collection area and collect targeted species at those times NRCS personnel are not available.

NRCS Agrees to:

A.
Provide technical expertise, including field and laboratory assistance at the Corvallis Plant Materials Center in the seeding, growing, harvesting, cleaning, testing, and increasing of plant materials required by the NPS under this agreement.

B.
Provide an isolated growing area for seed and plant materials collected in the park to maintain the genetic integrity of the plant materials.

C.
Provide the pounds of seed (PLS) and the number of transplants described in Attachment 1 of this agreement and ship them to Olympic National Park on a delivery schedule mutually agreed upon by NPS and NRCS.  Species may be added or deleted from this  list and quantities of transplants or pounds of seed may be adjusted by amending Attachment 1 signed by the approving State Conservationist(s) for NRCS and the Park Superintendent or their designee.

D.
Arrange for delivery and incur shipping costs of plant or seed materials to the Park.
E.
Provide any necessary training to NPS staff and/or volunteers in proper seed evaluation,  collection, and handling techniques.

Article III - Reports

NRCS Agrees to:

Prepare annual progress and technical reports concerning this work and send a copy to the National Park Service, Olympic National Park (Attention: Dr. Brian Winter, Elwha Project Coordinator).

Article IV - Terms of Agreement

This agreement becomes effective on the date of the last signature and will remain effective until September 30, 2009 at which time it will be reviewed to determine whether it should be renewed, modified, or terminated.  All possible actions will be taken to fulfill this agreement.  However, conditions due to weather, insect damage, seed viability, and other acts beyond the control of the NRCS may result in the NRCS not meeting production goals.  In this event, the NRCS will meet with the NPS to adjust the existing contract.  Adjustments to the agreement will be based on NPS project needs and NRCS capabilities to meet those needs given the unexpected contingencies.

The expenditures listed in Article II will not be exceeded in any fiscal year unless a written request is made by NRCS and written approval is obtained back from NPS.

Article VI - Payment

The NPS agrees to reimburse NRCS for costs incurred during the period for which billings are submitted.  The costs as shown in Article II - Statement of Work will include personal services, supplies, utilities, travel, transportation, equipment maintenance, and overhead and administration costs as appropriate.  Billing will be made by On-Line Payment/Administration Collection (OPAC) addressed to National Park Service, Olympic National Park (Attention: Sandra Thomas).  Funding for each fiscal year will be made by authorization letter, subject to availability of funds.

Article VII - Termination

This agreement may be terminated at any time by either party upon written notice indicating a desire to terminate.  Such notice shall be submitted no later than 90 days in advance of the effective date of the desired action.

Article VIII - It Is Mutually Agreed That

A.
This agreement may be modified by written amendments duly executed by authorized officials of the NPS and NRCS.

B.
It is the intent of the NPS and NRCS to fulfill their obligations in this agreement.  In the event that funds for NRCS or NPS to carry out their obligations as set forth in this agreement are not available or appropriated, this agreement will automatically terminate and reimbursement will be made for work completed before termination.

C.
Officials not to benefit: No member of or delegate to Congress or Resident Commissioner shall be admitted to any share or to any benefit that may arise there from, but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this agreement if made with a corporation for it general benefit.

D.
By signing this agreement, the participant assures the Department of Agriculture that the program or activities provided for under this agreement will be conducted in compliance with all applicable Federal Civil Rights laws, rules, regulations, and policies.
