Allan,

It was nice to see you last week.  Thanks for the reminder.

This is an excellent study plan.  I comment on the sampling, as I know little about catching mammals.  

Page 11, paragraph 2.  Design #1 should not restrict sampling, as it uses a grid sample for common habitats and focused sampling of less common habitats.  To identify as many species as possible, it is probably critical to adequately sample less common habitats.  The next paragraph says it well, so perhaps my comment is not needed.  Note that it is essential to keep detailed notes on how sites were selected, so it will be possible to calculate the selection probability.  With any design, inferential statements cannot be made about areas which do not have a nonzero probability of being sampled.
