What Activities do You Prefer? 

We will now ask you to think carefully about different activities you might do for a day in Yellowstone or Grand Teton National Parks.  We will describe several activities you could do in the parks and the general conditions in the park on that day.  Then we will ask you to choose the activity that you like best.  The questions in this section will help us understand how you make trade-offs between different activities under different conditions. 
In the future, new technologies and new visitor patterns could change conditions in the park in ways we cannot predict today.  The questions in this section describe activities and possible conditions in the park, not particular management plans.  We are interested in your opinions.  Later in this survey we will ask you your opinions about some of the different management plans the parks are currently considering.  For the questions in this section, please think about the activity you would like best with the conditions we describe.  

Scenario 1

Please look at the table on the next page.  The table describes 3 possible trips.  As you can see, each of the 3 possible trips we describe includes the level of snowmobile congestion, the level of noise, and the level of exhaust fumes you would experience on your hypothetical trip.
The three tables below tell you how conditions on the trips we describe in Scenario 1 compare to current conditions on a typical non-holiday Saturday.  If you have never visited on a non-holiday Saturday, compared to a typical Saturday, holidays would be about twice as crowded and non-holiday weekdays would be about half as crowded.


The first table shows the current level of snowmobile traffic at Old Faithful on a typical Saturday compared to the other possible levels of snowmobile traffic for Trips A, B and C plus the level of snowmobile traffic around the entrance where the trip starts.

· Snowmobile riders must be part of a group guided tour. The cost of a guided tour (machine rental + guide service) on average is $110 per person.
