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This proposal appears to be worthy of support.  Its objectives are clearly stated and the work appears to be an important complement to work already funded and underway.  The interpretation of the results of that research would be substantially enhanced if the work proposed here were permitted to proceed as well. The level of manipulation of and intrusion into Park resources appears to be very small.

Methods are adequately described and appear to be appropriate to the questions being asked.  I would, however like to see the section on data analysis and interpretation expanded and made more clear, particularly for the component dealing with verification of the timing of  height release.  This is currently represented by a very brief paragraph (the last paragraph on page 8 of the proposal).  A clearer statement of how different possible results of the statistical analyses would support or fail to support different interpretations of causes behind height release would be very helpful.

I have also made pen and ink comments in the copy of the proposal dealing with minor, nonprocedural, matters.
