Dear Mr. Allis,

In the interest of furthering the knowledge of paleontological resources in Zion National Park, State Paleontologist Jim Kirkland has proposed a revised work plan under an existing Cooperative Agreement (CA1590-6-0002) between the park and the Utah Geological Survey.  This would make possible the utilization of unexpended funds remaining after the completion of work in Task Orders UGS-003, UGS-005 and UGS-2000/1 under this Cooperative Agreement.

The original work under these task orders has been completed and final reports received.  They contribute greatly to our understanding of the paleoecology of the Markagunt Plateau.  We thank Dr. Dave Madsen for this very thorough and useful analysis.

The proposed new work consists of three elements: (1) expanding the paleontological inventory of the park, (2) preparing castings of Jurassic dinosaur tracks found in the park for use in environmental education, and (3) preparation of a written overview of the paleontology of Zion National Park.  The work proposed is consistent with our objectives for the park and the existing cooperative agreement.  As such, we hereby authorize the Utah Geological Survey to undertake the work as described under the existing Task Orders.

A specific accounting of the funds available, and a scope of work and budget for the additional work is attached.  The National Park Service and Utah Geological Survey contribution of funds and project overhead remain unchanged from the original projects.  Please have your staff contact park hydroligist Dave Sharrow at 435-644-4318 for coordination of this project.

Thank you very much for your continued support of Utah Geologic Survey projects in southwest Utah parks.  The professional staff at Utah Geologic Survey continually produce high quality products that are essential for our understanding of the geologic history of the area, and our ability to convey this understanding to the visiting public.

Since this accounting $5,000.00 has been spent on pollen analysis and write up for the bog study that has been billed to the NPS.  This leaves a total of $21,000 that NPS wishes to have directed toward a continuation of the Zion Paleontological Survey conducted over the past two years by Vince Santucci and Josh Smith of the National Park Service.  UGS recognizes the fact that this project is being headed up by these two researchers, who will stay involved in the UGS’s efforts to expand on their results.

REVISED PROJECT

Scope of Work

The continuation of the Zion Paleontological Survey will have three main components.

1. Direct field survey of the known bone bearing strata occurring at Zion National Park. This largely involves careful examination of strata from the Chinle and Moenave Formations, which span the Triassic/Jurassic boundary and document the origin and early radiation of the dinosaurs.

2. Replicate a well-known block of sandstone near the Left Fork of North Creek that bears well-preserved dinosaur tracks. Use the resulting cast in an exhibit on the paleontology of Zion National Park.

3. Under the lead authorship of Vince Santucci, the UGS will publish a booklet on the paleontology of Zion National Park that will be written to benefit both land managers and the public.
